You are invited to the annual Moot weekend away. This year we have exclusive use of Arundel Youth Hostel, a comfortable Georgian house which is a riverside stroll from Arundel with it’s impressive 11th Century Norman castle and Roman Catholic Gothic cathedral. 

Situated at the end of a private road with a spacious front lawn, the hostel is well away from the busy traffic of Arundel yet just over a mile from the town centre. 

If you’re bringing the family, you’ll be pleased to know the sandy beaches of Little Hampton and West Wittering are nearby, where the kids can run riot with buckets and spades. 

There’s also walking aplenty - the Monarch’s Way will lead you onto the expansive South Downs or, for an evening stroll, follow the riverside path to Arundel.
The weekend is an excellent opportunity to build friendships within Moot and to get to know newcomers. There should be something for everyone; board games, table tennis, films, real-ale, sausages and lots more. There will also be a low-key programme of worship, prayer and meditation. None of these activities are compulsory - if you just want to chill-out, no problem, that’s fine. 

We have the hostel from lunchtime on Friday 6th until 6pm Sunday 8th October. 

Bedrooms:
The rooms are in the form of small dormitories with shared bathroom facilities. A few rooms are en-suite. 

Food:
Breakfast is provided by the hostel. We will be catering for lunch and dinner.

Drink:
The hostel is licensed with its own bar. Unfortunately we cannot take our own alcohol but the manager has kindly agreed to sell drinks at off-licence prices.

Travel:
There are direct trains from London Victoria. The hostel is a 25-minute walk from the station or a lift can be arranged to take you from the station to the hostel. The AA journey planner reckons it takes 1 hour 45 mins driving from London outside rush hour. Please indicate on the form below if you will be driving and have seats available or would like a lift. 

Cost: 
£45 per adult, £20 for children under 16, students, the unwaged or those on a low income. Under 5’s are free. 

It is important to Moot that those who cannot afford the prices above and would like to attend, can. If this is the case then please contact myself to discuss costs you can afford. 

Food will be about £15 per person, to be paid during the weekend.
